Dear Whanau

We have recently received notification from the Ministry of Health regarding recent measles
outbreaks.

Measles is a highly infectious disease and is more serious than many people realise. Symptoms
include fever, cough, red eyes, a runny nose and then a rash which develops after about three
days. Complications can include middle ear infections, pneumonia and more rarely encephalitis or
brain inflammation. About one in ten people infected need to be hospitalised.

The best measles prevention is the measles, mumps and rubella (MMR) vaccine which is free for
all New Zealand children.

In light of this we are asking that all parents and caregivers ensure that their children’s
immunisations are up to date. If there is a measles outbreak at school, unimmunised students, or
those with no immunity to measles will be asked to stay away from school for seven days from the
appearance of the rash and until recovery, depending on the advice of the medical officer of
health. Unimmunised students, or those with no immunity to measles, who have been in close
contact with a measles case during the infectious stages should stay away from school for 14 days
from their last contact. This requirement is under the Health (Infectious and Notifiable Diseases)
Regulations 1966 (Regulation 14).
